Public Hearing- CDBG Infrastructure Grant for the Barrow s Mill Project:

Mr. Mike Scottfrom PRO,conducted a public hearirig provide theBoard of Commissioners
andcitizens ofNorthampton Countinformation regarding a potential application for CDBG
infrastructure grant funds to serve the Barrows Mill Road community with public sewer. The
Barrows Mill Road community is also suffering from failing septic tanks.

Chairman Carterasked if citizendiad any questions for Mr. Scott.
None were heard.
Chairman Cartercalled for Board questions.

Commissioner Spruithoted thathe County hasubmitted this application before for the

Barrows Mill Project and had some difficulty with it. She asked ifwege submitting it for the
same amount. Mr. Scott mentioned that it is for more, but the silver linthgtihe original
application that was submitted provided for individual grinder pump stations at each labme th
would deliver wastewater to the seweain out in the road. That was the least favorable system
that we could have designed at the time, given the amount of money that was available. There
was a maximum of $600,000 then that was available, now there is a maxir@mmdfion that

we can aply for. So this design now is the most favorable for the County from a maintenance
and operations standpoint.

Commi ssioner Spruill also wanted to clarify t
$10,500. Mr. Scott confirmed that this is corrétg.explained that when this program was

shifted to DENR, th&eneralAssembly looked at what was eligible to spend CDBG funds on,

2014 CDBG-Infrastructure Application
Barrows Mill Road Sewer Project
Project Overview
August 26, 2014

The NC Department of Environment and Natural Resources has announced the availability of 2014
CDBG-Infrastructure Funds available to units of local government. CDBG-I funds may be used to address
water and wastewater utility needs as they relate to the benefit of low to moderate-income households
in North Carolina.

The Northampton County Board of Commissioners are being presented with information regarding
extending sewer service to as many as twelve (12) residences on Barrows Mill Road, located west of
Jackson. Many of these residences are experiencing severe septic tank failures and at least 80% of the
households are considered to be low to moderate-income. The presence of failing septic tanks can result
in health and safety issues for this community.

The County’s engineer has prepared an opinion of costs to extend sewer service to the Barrows Mill
Road Community and below is a budget summary:

Budget Item Cost Estimate
Construction $720,831..00
Contingency $108,125.00
Engineering Services $193,000.00
Land Acquisition $13,500.00
Well and Septic Tank Abandonment $10,500.00
Administration $103,546.00
Total Estimate $1,099,000.00

CDBG-Infrastructure funds can be used to pay all expenses except for well and septic tank
abandonment. The County is required to commit to provide funds for this activity to be considered for
funding.

The CDBG-I application submittal deadline is October 2, 2014. A significant component of the application
is the Resolution by the Northampton County Board of Commissioners which is attached.
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RESOLUTION BY NORTHAMPTON COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

WHEREAS, Title | of the Federal Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, has
established the U.S. Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Community Development Block
Grant (CDBG) Program, and has authorized the making of grants to aid eligible units of
government in funding the cost of construction, replacement, or rehabilitation of water and
wastewater infrastructure, and that the North Carolina Department of Environment & Natural
Resources (NCDENR) Division of Water Infrastructure (DWI) was delegated the authority by the
state legislature to administer the water and wastewater infrastructure portion of the state
grant monies received from the U.S. HUD CDBG program by Session Law 2013-360, Section
15.15(a) as amended by Section 5.3 of Session Law 2013-363, and

WHEREAS, Northampton County has need for and intends to extend approximately 9,000 feet of sewer
main to serve up to 12 households located on Barrows Mill Road, east of Jackson, NC. This
project is needed because approximately 80% of the residences in the Barrows Mill Road are
experiencing severe failing septic tanks potentially causing health and safety issues for the
residents. Further, approximately 80 % of the current residents meet the income status of low
to moderate-income.

WHEREAS, Northampton County intends to request state grant assistance for the project,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF NORTHAMPTON COUNTY:

That Northampton County, the Applicant, will adopt and place into effect on or before
completion of the project a schedule of fees and charges and other available funds which will
provide adequate funds for proper operation, maintenance, and administration of the system.

That the Applicant will provide for efficient operation and maintenance of the project on
completion of construction thereof.

That Robert V. Carter, Chairman, the Authorized Official, and successors so titled, is hereby
authorized to execute and file an application on behalf of the Applicant with the State of North
Carolina for a grant to aid in the construction of the project described above.

That the Authorized Official, and successors so titled, is hereby authorized and directed to
furnish such information as the appropriate State agency may request in connection with such
application or the project; to make the assurances as contained above; and to execute such
other documents as may be required in connection with the application.

That the Applicant has substantially complied or will substantially comply with all Federal,
State, and local laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances applicable to the project and to Federal
and State grants and loans pertaining thereto.

Michael ThompsonState and Local Affairs Manager for Dominion NC Povappeared before
the Board to present the Atlantic Coast Pipeline prafettwill run through Northampton
County. Mr. Thompson brought some of his colleagues from companies that are working in
conjunction with Dominion Power on the Pipeline: Tonya Eviemr® Duke Energy as well as
Timothy Greenhouse from Piedmont Natural Gas.

Mr. Thompson mentioned that the Governor made an announcement yesterday introducing the
Pipeline project which is $4.5 to$5 billion partnership with Duke Energy, Piedmont Nalkura

Gas, and AGL ResourceBhe Pipeline will go from West VirginiatRobeson County in North
Carolina.

Chairman Carter thanked Mr. Thompson, Ms. Evans and Mr. Greenhouse for their presentations.
He mentioned that he is excited about the tax revenue and economic development opportunities
that this project will bring to th€ounty.

Mr. Thompson mentioned ththe Federal Energy Regulatory Commission would like to receive
as part of the application packet, letters of support. He would like to have a resolution in support
of Dominion and its partnefser the Atlantic Coast Pipeline project.
