A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Robert Carter to approve the regular 

session minutes of July 19, 2010.

Approval of Closed Session Minutes for July 19, 2010: 

 

A motion was made by Robert Carter and seconded by Chester Deloatch that the closed session 

minutes for July 19, 2010 be adopted.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  Motion 

carried.

A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Chester Deloatch to adopt the agenda for 

today with the changes that have been noted.

Request Date and Time for Public Hearing-ROAP: 

 

Mrs. Debby Warren, Office on Aging Director, appeared before the Board to obtain approval to 

hold a public hearing on August 16, 2010 for the purpose of the Rural Operating Assistance 
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Program, Elderly and Handicap Transportation Grant through the North Carolina Department of 

Transportation. 

 

A motion was made Robert Carter and seconded by James Hester that the Board establishes a 

public hearing to be held at 2:00 p.m. on August 16, 2010 in this room.  Question Called For:  

All present voted yes.  Motion carried. 

 

Corrected Sewer Rate Increases: 

 

Mr. Billy Martin, Public Works Director, appeared before the Board to obtain approval for a 

corrected increase in sewer rates for Willis Hare/Northampton County High School in the 

amount of $23 for the first 2,000. 

 

A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Robert Carter to approve the corrected 

sewer increases effective immediately.  Question Called For:  3 yes (Greene, Carter, Hester) 1 

no (Deloatch).  Motion carried.  

 

Upgrading of Radio System: 

 

Mr. Ronnie Storey, Emergency Communications Director, appeared before the Board to request 

permission to upgrade the connectivity of the Jackson to Gaston leg of their radio repeater 

system for T-1 line to microwave. 

 

A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by James Hester to accept Mr. Storeyôs 

recommendation for the 911 System to upgrade the Jackson to Gaston leg of their radio system 

from T-1 connectivity to microwave connectivity.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  

Motion carried.  

 

Public Hearing-Library Project:  

 

Chairwoman Greene recessed regular session and convened a public hearing. 

 

Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, conducted a public hearing for the library 

renovation/expansion project.  Mr. Jenkins presented the letter of conditions and Resolution from 

USDA-Rural Development.  Mr. Jenkins explained that the County would receive $108,000 in 

grant funds from USDA-Rural Development and $433,902 from Golden Leaf for a total project 

cost of $541,902.

Chairwoman Greene closed the public hearing and reconvened regular session.
