Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, informed the Board of the following: 

 

¶ The Board Education extended an invitation to the Commissioners to attend a public 

hearing on Thursday, January 19, 2012 in reference to the merger of high schools. 

¶ Acceptance of $19,000 from NC Department of Transportation to acquire the right-of-

way on the Carstarphen property in order to widen SR 1200 to accommodate truck traffic 

from Enviva. 

¶ NC Department of Transportation has requested the right-of-entry onto the Carstarphen 

property.  The Board agreed to authorize the County Manager to allow NC Department of 

Transportation the right-of-entry. 

¶ The Sheriff has executed an agreement designating Northampton County as a receiving 

county to house misdemeanants, as required by new law, for other counties due to the 

availability of 25 beds at the jail. 

 

Chairman Hester made comments in reference to the Board having a retreat in the 

Commissionersô Room with the subject matter being attrition in departments-who comes in to 

take care of things while the department heads are out.  Mr. Jenkins stated he would email the 

Commissioners a list of topics for them to discuss.
