Subject: Special Use Request — Nightclub — Desi Brothers Investments, LLC
PURPOSE:

The purpose of this public hearing is to receive and consider public comment on a request fora
Special Use Permit by Desi Brothers, LLC that, if granted will allow the applicant to open and
operate a night club in a Highway Business zoning district.

FACTS:

1. The property is located at 6795 NC 46 HWY, Garysburg, NC in the northwest quadrant of
the I-95 and NC 46 interchange.

2. Itis parcel number 01-03146 and it is zoned Highway Business (HB).
3. The parcel is 5.14 acres (223,898 sq.ft.) in size and it contains two primary structures.

4. Oneis a hotel and the other is a restaurant. It is proposed that the restaurant also
contain the nightclub.

5. Article Il, Section I1-4, A does not list nightclubs as permitted uses in a Highway Business
district.

6. Article II, Section li-4, D allows nightclubs but only as a Special Use.
7. Article Il, Section 1I-4, D requires that the following minimum requirements for a

nightclub in a HB district be met:
a) Minimum lot size: 40,000 square feet;
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b) Property Line Setback: All structures shall be located at least thirty (30) feet from all
property lines;

c) Parking: Shall be provided in compliance with Article IV. Further parking shall not be
located in the front yard, except where the lot is 80,000 square feet or larger parking
may be allowed in front of structures on the lot but may not be located int eh required
front yard minimums;

d) Buffer: A minimum vegetative buffer of ten (10) feet, comprised of non-deciduous trees
and shrubs shall be established and maintained on the sides and rear of the property;

e) Storage: No outdoor storage shall be allowed on site;

f) No outdoor public address system shall be allowed;

g) Night clubs shall not be located within three-hundred (300) feet of a regular place of
worship; a public or private school; a public park, playground, athletic field, or
recreational area which is commonly utilized by a group of homeowners; a child day-
care or nursery facility; any business or facility the use or purpose of which is primarily
oriented toward children; any building used as a dwelling (residence); a boundary of any
residential zoning district.

DISCUSSION:

o The Northampton County Planning Board gave this Special Use request for nightclub a
favorable recommendation at a regularly scheduled meeting in October of 2011.

¢ The building in question is commonly known as “Aunt Sarah’s Pancake House”.

eThe proposed night club can meet all but one of the requirements (listed a-g) from
Article I, Section II-4, D. The building proposed for the nightclub is situated
approximately 232 feet from an Agricultural-Residential zoning district. This is 68 feet
short of the required 300 feet. However, the residential property near the nightclub is
not likely to be developed due to location and poor soil conditions. Please reference
attached map labeled “DISTRICT MAP” for clarity.
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CONCLUSION:

The applicant is requesting a Special Use permit that will allow them to operate a
nightclub in a Highway Business zoning district. The building proposed for this activity
will also house a restaurant and a hotel is located in another building on this property.
The fact that the proposed building is not the required 300 feet from a residential
district may be construed as a case of a pre-existing, non-conforming building as the
building and surrounding properties were in place prior to the 1994 adoption of the
Northampton County Zoning Ordinance as amended. If the Board decides to grant the
request for a Special Use permit they should consider wording the motion to grant in a
manner that will require the applicant, and future owners/operators, to comply with the
seven requirements, with the exception of the 300’ from a residential district
requirement, for nightclubs listed in Article II, Section I-4, D of the Northampton County
Zoning Ordinance.

LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT, made and entered into this Monday day
of AUGUEST 1, 2011 by and between DESI BROTHERS INVESTMENTS,
LLC, hereinafter called "Landlord" and ROYALTY RESTAURANTS &
LOUNGE LLC, hereinafter calleq "Tenant".

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, Landlord agrees to lease to the Tenant and the
Tenant agrees to rent from the Landlord, the hereinafter
described real estate together with all fixtures, furnishings
and equipment located on said premises upon the terms and
conditions hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants
and conditions contained herein, the parties agree as follows:

L Landlord hereby leases to Tenant and Tenant hereby
rents from Landlord that certain restaurant Space formerly known
as “Aunt Sarah’g” consisting of 6000 square feet together with
the immediate surrounding restaurant parking spaces and more
particularly described and delineated as “Restaurant Building
One Story Frame” as shown on that plat entitled in part “Plat
Showing Property Standing in the Name of Nationwide pProperties,
Inc.”, which plat is recorded in Map Book 26, page 28,
Northampton County Public registry, together with all- fixtures,
furnishings and equipment located therein (hereinafter
collectively “Premises" or "Leased Premises"), all of which is
situated at the Best Western Motel located at 6785 and 6795 NC
46 Highway, Garysburg, NC 27831. This lease shall, however, be
expressly subject to the right of Landlord and/or its employees
to utilize the office and breakfast area within the Leased
Premises for twenty-four (24) hours a day, seven days a week for
as long as necessary until Landlord in its discretion, moves its
office to another building.

2 Term. The term of this lease shall be for one year
commencing AUGUST 1, 2011 and ending at midnight on AUGUST 3,
2012. Upon the expiration of the first one year term, Tenant
shall have the option to renew this lease for an additional one
year term. Upon the expiration of the second one year term,
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
