A 10-minute work session was held to discuss today’s agenda items.  There were no 
changes to the agenda. 
 
Chairman Carter introduced his special guest, Arthur Jones, a senior at Northampton 
County High School-West serving as Intern of the Month. 
 
Chairman Carter called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Hester delivered the 
invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Chairman Carter welcomed 
everyone to the meeting and explained the citizen comment process. 
 
A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Fannie Greene to approve the 
Work Session Minutes of August 17, 2009.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by James Hester to approve the 
Regular Minutes of August 17, 2009.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by James Hester to approve the 
agenda for today, September 9, 2009.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Fannie Greene to approve Journal

Mr. Mike Scott, President of Progressive Resources and Opportunities, appeared before the 
Board to obtain approval of the Grant Project Ordinance for the Northampton County 2008 
CDBG-Scattered Site Housing Program. 
 
A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by James Hester to adopt the Grant Project 
Ordinance for the Northampton County 2008 CDBG-Scattered Site Housing Program.  All 
present voted yes. 
 
Ms. Sue Gay, Health Director, appeared before the Board to obtain approval of a request for 
outside employment from Ms. Bonnie Boone. 
 
A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Chester Deloatch to approve Ms. Bonnie 
Boone’s request for outside employment.  All present voted yes. 
 
Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board to obtain the reappointment of 
Mr. Marshall Grant to the Roanoke-Chowan Regional Housing Authority Board of 
Commissioners. 
 
A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by Chester Deloatch to approve the 
reappointment of Mr. Marshall Grant to the Roanoke-Chowan Regional Housing Authority 
Board of Commissioners.  All present voted yes. 
 
Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board to obtain a Commissioner 
representative on the Juvenile Crime Prevention Council. 
 
There was a Board consensus to retain Chairman Carter on the Juvenile Crime Prevention 
Council. 
 
Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board to obtain approval of the 
Northampton County Board of Commissioners Code of Ethics Policy as required by House Bill 
1452. 
 
A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Fannie Greene to adopt the Northampton 
County Board of Commissioners Code of Ethics Policy ratified by House Bill 1452.  All present 
voted yes. 
 
Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board to obtain approval to de-
obligate USDA-RD funding in the amount of $1,750,000 for the First Responder Training 
Facility Project and re-obligate those funds to construct the second phase of the Cultural and 
Wellness Center Project. 
 
A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by James Hester to request that USDA-
Rural Development de-obligate the $1,750,000 currently obligated to the First Responder 
Training Facility and request that USDA-Rural Development re-obligate the $1,750,000 to 
construct the second phase of the Cultural and Wellness Center Project contingent upon the 
County making a decision at the appropriate time when financing is available.  All present voted 
yes. 
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Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board on behalf of CPTA to request 
the County’s reconsideration of reinstating an appropriation in the amount of $13,000 to CPTA.  
Mr. Jenkins explained to the Commissioners that the County does not have any new revenue 
sources at this time. 
 
There was a Board consensus to instruct the County Manager to respond to CPTA in writing. 
 
Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, informed the Board of a vacancy on the Cultural Arts 
Committee and asked the Board to consider someone for that appointment for the next meeting. 
 
Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, also informed the Board that Public Works picked up 310 
extra containers, which equates to the savings of $54,944 and they will be complete in the next 
40-45 days. 
 
Commissioner Hester left at this time. 
 
Mr. Gary Brown, EDC Director, and Mr. Paul Pierce, General Manager for Resinall Corporation, 
appeared before the Board to give an update on the Resinall Corp./NCVA Rail Relocation 
Project in the Town of Severn. 
 
Chairman Carter called for citizen comments:  none were heard. 
 
Chairman Carter called for Board comments: 
 
Vice Chairwoman Greene stated that she was appointed to the Regional Aging Board not 
knowing the meeting dates and she recently received the packet of information setting out the 
meeting dates and those dates conflict with her Smart Start meetings.  Mrs. Greene further asked 
if there was another commissioner interested in serving on the Regional Aging Board and if not 
she had asked someone who would consider it. 
 
Commissioner Deloatch stated that he would think about it. 
 
Vice Chairwoman Greene also gave a briefing on her trip to the NCACC Conference and her 
attendance at the Lake Gaston Community Day. 
 
Chairman Carter shared with the Board a plaque Northampton County received at the conference 
from the Risk Management Pools. 
 
Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, informed the Board that Mayor Risper, Town of Rich 
Square, requested a letter of support from the Board for the Town to reuse closed, existing 
facilities within the Town. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Fannie Greene to recess regular 
session.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Fannie Greene to convene a closed 
session under G.S. 143-318.11(a)(3)-consult with attorney.  All present voted yes. 
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A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by Chester Deloatch to adjourn closed 
session.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Fannie Greene to reconvene regular 
session.  All present voted yes. 
 
There was a Board consensus to authorize the County Manager to write a letter on behalf of the 
Board to the Town of Rich Square in support of their efforts. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Fannie Greene to adjourn.  All 
present voted yes.
