Be It Remembered that the Board of Commissioners of Northampton County met 
on October 5, 2009 with the following present:  Robert Carter, Fannie Greene, 
Virginia Spruill, James Hester, and Chester Deloatch.   
 
A 10-minute work session was held to discuss today’s agenda items.  There were no 
changes to the agenda. 
 
Chairman Carter introduced the Intern of the Month, Alfred Tyner, III, who is a senior at 
Northampton County High School-East. 
 
Chairman Carter called the meeting to order.  Commissioner Hester delivered the 
invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Chairman Carter welcomed 
everyone to the meeting and explained the citizen comment process. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Virginia Spruill to accept the 
regular minutes of September 21, 2009 as written.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Virginia Spruill and seconded by Fannie Greene to approve the 
closed session minutes of September 21, 2009.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Fannie Greene to approve the 
agenda for October 5, 2009 as printed.  All present voted yes. 
 
Mr. Bob Whitehead, President of Roanoke-Wildwood Fire Department, appeared before 
the Board to request approval to secure a tax-exempt loan to build an additional structure 
at the site of the main station.  Mr. Whitehead added that the loan would not cause a tax 
increase. 
 
A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by James Hester to approve the tax-
exempt loan for Roanoke-Wildwood Fire Department.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Virginia Spruill to recess 
regular session.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Fannie Greene to convene a closed 
session under G.S. 143-318.11(a)(3)-consult with county attorney.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Virginia Spruill to adjourn closed 
session and reconvene regular session.  All present voted yes. 
 
Chairman Carter recessed regular session and convened a Board of Equalization and

A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by Virginia Spruill to recess the 
Board of Equalization and Review.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Fannie Greene to reconvene 
regular session.  All present voted yes. 
 
Mrs. Marcenda Rogers, Human Resources Director, appeared before the Board to request 
two hours for employees to attend and participate in the Wellness Fair to be held on 
Friday, October 30, 2009 without having to utilize their accrual leave time.

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Ms. Sue Gay, Health Director, gave the Board an update on the H1N1 Virus vaccinations. 
 
Commissioner Hester left at this time. 
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Chairman Carter called for citizen comments: 
 
Mr. Roger West commented on the Roanoke-Wildwood Fire Department’s tax-exempt 
loan request stating that he was glad that the Board approved the loan.  Mr. West also 
commented on last night’s episode of 60 minutes regarding the major disaster of fly ash 
in Tennessee Valley.  Mr. West stated that the same problem has risen again in 
Chesapeake, Virginia and asked that the Board keep an eye on the fly ash site in Gaston 
near I-95. 
 
Commissioner Spruill asked when was the last update on the fly ash facility.  Mr. Jenkins 
stated that all activities have ceased on the site and he will continue to monitor it. 
 
Doug Hughes thanked the health department for coming out and giving shots at the Lake 
Gaston Community Center. 
 
Chairman Carter called for Board comments: 
 
Chairman Carter reminded that there is a meeting tomorrow morning at 10:00 a.m. with 
the Facilities Committee of the Board of Education. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Fannie Greene to recess 
regular session.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Fannie Greene to convene a 
closed session under G.S. 143-318.11(a)(4)-to discuss matters relating to location or 
expansion of industries or other businesses in the county.  All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Fannie Greene and seconded by Virginia Spruill to adjourn closed 
session. All present voted yes. 
 
A motion was made by Virginia Spruill and seconded by Chester Deloatch to reconvene 
regular session.  All present voted yes. 
 
Commissioner Spruill asked Mr. Jenkins to explain the process as to where they are with 
Mr. Campbell regarding the franchise issue.  Mr. Jenkins explained that Mr. Vaughan has 
requested specific documents from Mr. Campbell according to the requirements of the 
EMS Ordinance and after that is done it will come back before the Board for a second 
reading. 
 
Commissioner Spruill asked Mr. Jenkins, in reference to the department head meeting 
minutes, to explain the added job duties to Mr. Jeff Futrell.  Mr. Jenkins stated that Mrs. 
Vick and Mrs. Rogers were currently working on a new job description for that position 
due to the job description referencing the old mainframe system.  Mr. Jenkins further 
explained that Mr. Futrell approached Mrs. Vick and offered to help with the computer 
system and, with Mrs. Vick’s approval, he is doing the day-to-day support services on a 
temporary basis as Mrs. Ricks did.  Commissioner Spruill asked if the position had been 
advertised.  Mr. Jenkins answered no, Mrs. Vick cannot advertise until she rewrites the 
job description.  Commissioner Spruill further asked if they were positioning Mr. Futrell 
for that particular position.  Mr. Jenkins answered no and stated anyone will be able to 
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apply for that position.  Chairman Carter asked if it was without pay.  Mr. Jenkins stated 
no-the administrative policy allows the County Manager to look at additional duties and 
responsibilities that are added to any employee on a temporary basis and he could make, 
and he has made some adjustments to his salary temporarily and conditional until Mrs. 
Vick finishes her process and the position is advertised.  Commissioner Greene asked 
why needed to rewrite the job description.  Mr. Jenkins explained that the job description 
is old and based on the mainframe system and not the new networking system.  
Commissioner Greene further asked if Mrs. Ricks was working part-time.  Mr. Jenkins 
stated that she is working on a consultant basis, as Mrs. Vick needs her and only as Mr. 
Futrell and our support person, who is SoundSide, assesses the situation.  Mr. Jenkins 
further stated it is more cost effective to call Mrs. Ricks in and pay her $12-15 an hour, or 
whatever it is, than to call SoundSide in and pay them $35 an hour.  Commissioner 
Greene asked what does the policy state regarding the waiting period of retired 
employees.  Mr. Jenkins stated it is 30 days for retirement purposes. 
 
Commissioner Spruill informed the Board that Roanoke-Chowan Community College 
will be celebrating the Citizen of the Year on October 10th wherein they will be honoring 
Mr. Dupont Davis and asked for the Board’s participation. 
 
A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Virginia Spruill to adjourn.
