RE: Jackson Reseue Squad Loan
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PURPOSE: The purpose of this decision paper is to obtain approval by the Board of
County Commissioners of a $5,000.00 interest free loan to the Jackson Volunteer Rescue
Squad.

Facts: 1) The Jackson Volunteer Rescue Squad operates a 1996 Model 1500 Chevrolet
rescue truck in its deliverance of volunteer rescue services to the Town of Jackson and to
Northampton County.

2) The rescue truck has a blown engine requiring the engine to be rebuilt at a cost of
$10,099.78.

3) The Rescue Squad does not have the funds needed to pay for this major repair. The
Town of Jackson has contributed $5,000.00 to help get the unit repaired and back in
service.

4) The County is proposing a $5,000.00 interest free three-year loan to the Jackson
Volunteer Rescue Squad with annual repayments to the County of $2,000.00 for two
years and a $1,000.00 final payment the third year.

5) The County appropriates $3,500.00 annually to all four volunteer rescue squads. The
proposal is to reduce the Jackson Rescue Squad’s annual appropriation by $2,000.00 for
fiscal years 2011 and 2012 and $1,000 for fiscal year 2013 for the full repayment of the
$5,000.00.

Discussion: All of our volunteer rescue squads are critically important in support of the
Northampton County EMS Service as we serve all areas of Northampton County. There
are times when both of our units are on a call thus requiring our volunteer units to
respond.

Recommendation: Recommend that the Board of Commissioners approve a three year
interest free $5,000.00 loan to the Jackson Volunteer Rescue Squad for the sole purpose
of repairing its 1996 Chevrolet Rescue Truck with the funds to come from the general
fund contingency line item. The $5,000.00 is to be repaid through reduced annual
appropriations to the Rescue Squad over a three year period.
