Lake Gaston Water Quality District: All properties located on Lake Gaston,
Northampton County which have direct waterfront property access or
indirect water access by way of subdivision boat slips or other direct water
access.

Facts:

1. District contains ad valorem tax base of $633,862,978

2. District generates $4,944,132 annually in taxes

3. District makes up 37.5% of total County value base

4. Lake Gaston provides an indirect benefit to 100% of County
taxpayers

Reasonable Assumptions:

1. 25% of County population lives within the District

2. All taxpayers living within the District (25%) receive a direct
benefit from Lake Gaston

3. 75% of County taxpayers receive no direct/use benefit from
Lake Gaston

4. 25% of County taxpayers receive both a direct and an
indirect benefit.

Funding Proposal Based on Apportioned Taxpayer Benefit
of/from Lake Gaston,
$116,000

County taxpayers fund 100% of $116,000 cost to Weed Council

1. 25% of taxpayers receive 75% direct benefit:
75% x $116,000 = $87,000

2. 75% of taxpayers receive only indirect benefit:
25% x $116,000 = $29,000
