Work Session: 

 

A 10-minute work session was held to discuss todayôs agenda items.  The following changes

Chairwoman Greene called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.  The Pledge of 

Allegiance was recited.

Approval of Regular Session Minutes for June 21, 2010: 

 

A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Robert Carter to approve the regular 

session minutes for June 21, 2010.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  Motion 

carried. 

 

Approval of Agenda for July 7, 2010: 

 

A motion was made by Robert Carter and seconded by Virginia Spruill that the agenda be 

adopted for todayôs meeting with the above-mentioned changes.

2010 Census: 

 

Ms. Janice Coley, Partnership Specialist-US Census Bureau, appeared before the Board to give 

an update on the outcome of the 2010 Census in Northampton County. 

 

Severn Peanut Company Project: 

 

Mr. Mike Scott, PRO, appeared before the Board to present documents related to the CDBG-ED 

project in the amount of $630,000 for a natural gas line proposed to run to Severn Peanut 

Company. 
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A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Virginia Spruill to approve the $630,000 

block grant and all supporting documents.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  Moti on 

carried. 

 

Mr. Mike Scott, PRO, appeared before the Board to obtain approval of a resolution for the 

Industrial Development Funds in the amount of $500,000 for the natural gas line proposed to run 

to Severn Peanut Company. 

 

A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Virginia Spruill to approve the grant 

application for $500,000.  Question Called For: All present voted yes.  Motion carried.  

 

Update on 2008 CDBG-SS Project: 

 

Mr. Mike Scott, PRO, appeared before the Board to give an update on the 2008 CDBG-SS 

project.  Mr. Scott informed the Board that the beneficiaries of the project have taxes in arrears. 

 

There was a Board consensus for the County Attorney, County Manager, Mike Scott, and Cathy 

Allen to get together and bring back a recommendation. 

 

The Jackson Group: 

 

Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board on behalf of Ms. Sue Gay, 

Health Director, to obtain approval of a contract with the Jackson Group effective July 1, 2010.  

Mr. Jenkins noted the following minor changes:

A motion was made by Virginia Spruill and seconded by James Hester to approve the 

Northampton County Health Department to enter a contractual agreement with The Jackson 

Group for disbursement of patient satisfaction surveys effective July 1, 2010 with the 

aforementioned contractual changes.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  Motion 

carried. 

 

Water and Sewer Rate Increase: 

 

Mr. Billy Martin, Public Works Director, appeared before the Board to obtain approval for an 

increase in sewer rates for Willis Hare/Northampton County High School-East and a water and 

sewer rate increase for Northampton County Jackson residential and commercial users. 

 

A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Robert Carter to approve the water and 

sewer increases effective immediately.  Question Called For:  4 yes (Carter, Greene, Hester, 

Spruill) 1 no (Deloatch).  Mot ion carried. 
 

Ad Valorem Tax Appeals: 

 

Mrs. Cathy Allen, Tax Administrator, appeared before the Board to obtain approval to release or 

refund ad valorem taxes assessed in the amount of $71.70 on three appeals. 
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A motion was made by Robert Carter and seconded by Chester Deloatch to approve the request 

for release or refund of the ad valorem tax appeals submitted herewith in the amounts and for the 

reasons stated on the listings.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  Motion carried.  

 

Contractual Agreement with Town of Rich Square: 

 

Mrs. Cathy Allen, Tax Administrator, appeared before the Board to obtain approval to enter into 

a contractual agreement between the Town of Rich Square and Northampton County for the 

County to collect the regular ad valorem taxes beginning with the 2010 levy at a rate of three 

percent. 

 

A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Virginia Spruill to enter a contractual 

agreement between the Town of Rich Square and Northampton County for services to be 

rendered and effective July 1, 2010.  Question Called For:  4 yes (Carter, Greene, Hester, 

Spruill) 1 no (Deloatch).  Motion carried.  
 

Chairwoman Greene recessed regular session and convened a Board of Equalization and

A motion was made by Robert Carter and seconded by James Hester to appoint Mrs. Karen Lee 

and Mrs. Mary Bradley to the Northampton County Employee of the Quarter Committee for a 

three-year term expiring in September 2012.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  

Motion carried.  

 

ECBH Consolidation Agreement: 

 

Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board to obtain approval of a 

consolidation agreement and resolution between East Carolina Behavioral Health and Albemarle 

Mental Health Center. 

 

A motion was made by Chester Deloatch and seconded by Virginia Spruill to accept the 

recommendation from the County Manager approving the consolidation agreement totaling 19 

counties instead of 9.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  Motion carried.  

 

Processing of Invoices & Pay Estimates for DSS Building: 

 

Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board to obtain approval for the 

expeditious processing and payment of invoices and other documents for the DSS project. 
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A motion was made by James Hester and seconded by Robert Carter to authorize the County 

Manager, Finance Officer, and Social Services Director to approve all invoices, pay estimates, 

and change orders for the DSS project provided no payment shall be made whereby the payment 

will exceed the approved project budget of $7,466,000 and any payment exceeding the budget 

must be approved by the Board of Commissioners.  Question Called For:  All present voted yes.  

Motion carried.  

 

Draft Policy-Commissioners to Attend NCACC & NACO Conf.: 

 

Mr. Wayne Jenkins, County Manager, appeared before the Board to obtain approval of a 

conference attendance policy for commissioners. 

 

Commissioner Carter made comments stating that commissioners did not need to develop a 

policy-they should use discretion.

Agreement with Cabarrus County to house inmates at a cost of $50 a day per inmate with a total 

of 30 inmates for a 12-month period.
